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 In June 2016, the Ministry of Finance issued LBP 303 billion 7-year LBP Treasury Bonds with a coupon rate of 7.08% and 

LBP 1,502 billion 10- year LBP Treasury Bonds with a coupon rate of 7.46%, i.e. the same rates as the last issues of these 

categories in May 2016. 

 Weighted yields on new issues in LBP securities remained unchanged for the other categories in June 2016, when compared to 

the previous month, and ranged from as low as 4.44% for the 3-month category to as high as 6.74% for the 60-month category.

 At the end of June 2016, the face value of the outstanding treasury securities portfolio denominated in the domestic currency 

and the outstanding treasury securities portfolio denominated in foreign currencies amounted to LBP 65,280 billion and USD 

26,444 million respectively, against LBP 62,930 billion and USD 26,577 million at the end of May 2016.
